Comic-Con Brno & Junior presents more star guests and an exceptional programme. Experience three events in one weekend

This year's festival will once again offer a diverse lineup of guests from popular films, games, and sports. Jack Veal will arrive from the Marvel series Loki, a delegation from Kruval will commemorate two decades since the premiere of Harry Potter and the Goblet of Fire, the phenomenal Police Academy will be represented by four actors, and the sci-fi cult classic Stargate will be represented by Christopher Judge and other icons with unmistakable charisma and voices. Fans of games will be delighted to meet the actors from Kingdom Come: Deliverance I and II. Sports icons Jiří "BJP" Procházka and Japanese taekwondo master Hwang Su Il will also be in attendance. Comic-Con Brno & Junior will take place on 1–2 November 2025 at the Brno Exhibition Centre, with a Halloween party on Friday 31 October.

Among the biggest stars of this year's Comic-Con Brno & Junior are definitely Joonas Suotamo, as Chewbacca from Star Wars, who also became famous in the series Wednesday, and Jack Veal from the series Loki. Popular Czech actors Pavel Nový and Lukáš Vaculík will also be there.

The Stargate will be represented by Christopher Judge as Teal'c, Tony Amendola aka Master Bra'tac, and last but not least, Peter Williams, the iconic enemy of the SG-1 team, Apophis. 

Special attention should be paid to the delegation from Kruval, which will commemorate the 20th anniversary of the release of Harry Potter and the Goblet of Fire. The world of Harry Potter will be represented by the valiant trio of Predrag Bjelac (director of Kruval and former Death Eater Igor Karkarov), Stanislav Yanevski (Viktor Krum) and Tolga Safer (Karkarov's aide).

"I am delighted that the largest group of actors from the legendary Police Academy film series will be coming to Brno: Lance Kinsey as Proctor, Brian Tochi aka Cadet Nogata, Scott Thomson, Sergeant Copeland and Brant von Hoffman, who plays Blanke," says Pavel Renčín, marketing director at Active Radio.

Legends from the world of sport will also be in attendance. MMA fighter Jiří "BJP" Procházka, who currently competes in the UFC organisation and is a former light heavyweight champion, will hold a discussion on Saturday with Hwang Su Il, holder of a 7th dan in ITF taekwondo and five-time world champion in sport fighting. In the 1990s, Hwang was the inspiration for the iconic kicking character Hwoarang, whose kicks were transferred to the Tekken game using motion mastering. The Japanese master will also demonstrate his famous kicking techniques in Brno. 

"The historical atmosphere will be complemented by a trio of actors from the Czech games Kingdom Come: Deliverance I and II. They will include Tom McKay, who plays Jindřich ze Skalice, Luke Dale, known for his role as Jan Ptáček, and Logan Hillier, aka Sir Ištván Tóth," says Václav Pravda, the festival's programme director.

In addition to discussions and autograph sessions, visitors can also look forward to a lightsaber fencing school, which will present examples of combat choreography and offer the opportunity to try out basic techniques. Another big attraction will be the Halloween party on Friday, 31st October, which is free for holders of two-day tickets.

Holders of tickets to Comic-Con Brno & Junior can also visit the Kniha Brno book fair and the VIDA! science entertainment park, where they will have the opportunity to try out dozens of interactive exhibits – unleash a tornado, freeze their own shadow or run a refrigerator on their own power.
