Fans can already look forward to Comic-Con Prague, which will take place from 11 to 13 April 2025 at the O2 Universe in Prague.

Comic-Con Junior was once again a celebration of science fiction and fantasy. Visitors enjoyed a literally fantastic program in Brno - photo and autograph sessions with actors, comic book authors and other star guests, cosplay, gaming, talks, 3D printing workshops, comic book, handicraft, but also ice cream or chocolate workshops, as well as competitions and lectures.

There was also Dean-Charles Chapman, who starred in Game of Thrones and Star Wars: Acolyte, and last but not least, comic book artist Daan Jippes, known mainly for his work for Disney Studios," adds Václav Pravda, the festival's programme director. 

Other Hollywood stars appearing at Comic-Con include Chloë Annett, the British actress best known for her role as Kristina Kochanska in the seventh and eighth seasons of the sci-fi comedy series Red Dwarf. And then there's Clive Standen, who played a central character named Rollo in the Vikings series, and Arthur Darvill, best known as Rory Williams from the Time Lord TV series. Last but not least, Brian Krause, who rose to fame as Richard Lestrange, Jr. in the film Return to the Blue Lagoon, or Leo Wyatt from the TV series Charmed.

Comic-Con Junior was also attended by science fiction authors such as Juraj Červenák, Ondřej Neff, Kristýna Sněgoňová, Miroslav Žamboch, Vilma Kadlečková, Štěpán Kopřiva, Jiří Pavlovský and Jakub Hussar.

The comic book creators' alley was also a popular part of the festival, attracting fans of picture novels. The exhibitions and games rooms offered the opportunity for active relaxation. 

This year, for the first time, Comic-Con Junior was held simultaneously with the Book Brno book fair, which took place in the adjacent exhibition centre.
